God has 
sent along three young ladies from the Gaudets’ church, 
April, Rachel, and Sarah Wilson, to be trained and to help 
us. I have been working with them for most of the past two 
months. They are learning quickly and have proved faith-
ful and willing to work long hours when the need arises. 

French Creole Scriptures
We finally finished the layout work 
on the French Creole John/Romans 
and New Testament. It took longer 
than usual because we were learning 
the new program and I was training 
the Wilsons as we went, but by God’s 
grace we finished it by the time the 
printing ministry needed to begin 
printing. Both the John/Romans and 

New Testament were sent to printing ministries in Febru-
ary and are being printed for Haiti now. Please pray as 
these Scriptures are printed and shipped to this country in 
turmoil.

Ever Learning
During the last three months, we had the privilege of help-
ing fellow-missionaries from my home church, Pene & 
Robyn Faafouina and Cheston Furrow, put together slide 
presentations. Like most everything else we do, it was a 
learning process. Their lives 
and ministries have been a 
blessing to me, so it was a 
joy to be able to help them in 
this way. I love how God 
puts us together as teams to 
get the work done.

What’s Ahead?
Bro. Tom has returned from his Asia trip 
and brought more work with him. Even now 
we are gathering resources to begin at least 
one, maybe up to three new videos. In addi-
tion to the videos, we will soon have litera-
ture to typeset for the Indochina region. We 
will be laying out literature for Thailand, 
Laos, Cambodia, Vietnam and Myanmar 
(formerly Burma).
I will be spending the last part of this month in Amarillo 
with my home church for our mission conference. After 
that, I plan to go back to Ft. Worth to continue training the 
girls and working on the videos and literature. We need 
your prayers as we tackle all that lies ahead. We can’t do it 
alone.
I can never thank God enough for letting me be a part of 
what He’s doing. I can’t comprehend why He lets me be 
used in His work, but I thank Him for it. You’ll notice 
every prayer letter I send out has the same verse at the 
bottom. That’s because these verses are very real to me. 
They remind me that He can and will use anyone who is 
willing.
